In The Galley - With Joyce Little)   

 

Roasted Butternut Linguine for Two  
 
Can you believe summer is drawing to a close?  It was a good summer for us and I hope you enjoyed 
it as well.  Fall brings all kinds of root vegetables and many different kinds of squash.  One of my 
favourites is the butternut squash, so versatile.  We are heading off on our annual fall camping trip to 
the Pinery Provincial Park in a couple days so I havenôt had a chance to try this recipe but I am 
hoping you will and that you will enjoy it and let me know how it turned out.  
 
 
 2 Cups peeled and cubed Butternut Squash 
 1 Small red onion chopped 
 4 Tsp. of olive oil 
 ¼ Tsp. crushed red pepper flakes 
 ¼ Pound of linguine  

 1 Cup Swiss chard shredded or baby spinach 
 1 ½ Tsp. minced fresh sage 
 ¼ Tsp. salt  
 Pinch of pepper 
 Grated parmesan to taste. 

¶ Place the squash and onion in a 15-in. x 10-in. x 1-in. baking pan 
coated with cooking spray. Combine the oil and pepper flakes; 
drizzle over vegetables and toss to coat.  

¶ Bake, uncovered, at 350° for 45-50 minutes or unt il tender, stirring occasionally.  

¶ Meanwhile, cook pasta according to package directions; drain and place in a large bowl. Add the 
squash mixture, Swiss chard, sage, salt and pepper; toss to combine while still hot to wilt the 
swiss chard /spinach.

An Article from Ernest Raffan - With John Swarts 
 

Ernest Raffan is a long time Squadron Member that has built numerous wooden boats over his life time. He has 
also provided training on their construction; his first love was a wooden row boat for the Boy Scouts in 
Omemee. 
 
He once built a plywood boat from a Popular Mechanics blueprint that originally called for an inboard engine that 
he redesigned at a later date to accept an outboard motor after using it on the Pigeon River where the amount 
of debri in the water made the inboard difficult to use.  
 
He also repaired many wooden boats over the years before they lost the battle to fibreglass so he started to do 
repairs on fibreglass boats. 
 
In the 1984 Ernest purchased a 28ô Aluminum hull with an 11ô beam from Henley Fabrications in Picton, these 
boats were different than the usual Aluminum because they were designed to look like a wooden plank hull.   He 
then proceeded to build his boat himself; he ins talled a 5.7 Litre King Cobra engine and drives, fuel, water and 
waste tanks. He built the cabin with a head, galley and berth.  Did all of the wiring, added electronics and trim 
tabs. 
 

 

 

 



 
 

Ernest worked in Peterborough at GE and also farmed in the region. He presently lives in Keene in a house he designed 
based on an underground house he saw in Alberta and was able to use that technology.
